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The USDA Food Program 

would like to take this oppor-

tunity to go over some impor-

tant information with you.  

Menu Due Dates: There has 

been continued confusion con-

cerning this so weõd like to 

clarify.  Menus are due by the 

date on the USDA calendar 

that was provided.  There 

are NO EXCEPTIONS.  The 

reason for this is that there is a 

deadline for submitting the 

claim to the State and adjust-

ments are not to be done ex-

cept in extreme cases.  Menus 

should be submitted weekly to 

assure they arrive in the office 

on time.  If you choose to mail 

them monthly, please make 

sure that they are received no 

later than the date specified.       

Faxing: Menus and forms may 

not be faxed. Any paperwork 

that is needed for the program 

must have the original signa-

ture per USDA Food Program 

guidelines.                                         

Completion of Forms: En-

rollment forms are coming in 

with missing information. 

These forms need to be filled 

out completely. They can be 

filled out by a provider but the 

parent needs to sign/date. If 

the child is in school, that 

needs to be filled out as well. 

Infant menus need to be com-

pleted and the children need to 

be entered on the meal count 

form as well. All forms that are 

required for the Food Program 

are available on the CareLink 

website. www.carelinkrdc.com    

EFFECTIVE OCTOBER 1, 

2010 - all providers will be 

required to maintain copies of 

their Food Program records. 

CareLink requires providers to 

submit their menu, meal count, 

and enrollment records. How-

ever, according to USDA, it is 

also important that copies of 

these records also be main-

tained at the providerõs facility 

in accordance with 226.18(e), 

which states that each daycare 

home must maintain on file 

documentation of each childõs 

enrollment and must maintain 

daily records of the number of 

children in attendance and the 

number of meals, by type, 

served to enrolled children. 

USDA further states, while 

sponsors (CareLink) may keep 

duplicate records, maintaining 

records on site at the family 

day care ensures that records 

are available for review when a 

monitor or auditor arrives at 

the home. Lastly, if youõre hav-

ing difficulties getting paper-

work, etc, in on time, there is 

always the option of doing the 

program online. If this is 

something that interests you, 

please call or email so we can 

discuss switching you over.

Kids who get bullied and snubbed by peers may be more likely to have problems in other parts of 

their lives, past studies have shown.  And now researchers have found at least three factors in a 

childõs behavior that can lead to social rejection.  The factors involve a childõs inability to pick up on 

and respond to nonverbal cues from their pals.  In the United States, 10 to 13% of school-age kids 

experience some form of rejection by their peers.  In addition to causing mental health problems, 

bullying and social isolation can increase the likelihood a child will get poor grades, drop out of 

school, or develop substance abuse problems, the researchers say. òit really is an under-addressed 

public health issue,ó said lead researcher Clark McKown of the Rush Neurobehavioral Center in 

Chicago.  And the social skills children gain on the playground or elsewhere could show up later in 

life, according to Richard Lavoie, an expert in child social behavior who was not involved with the 

study.  Unstructured playtime - that is, when children interact without the guidance of an authority 

figure - is when children experiment with the relationship styles they will have as adults, he said.  

Underlying all of this:  òThe number one need of any human is to be liked by other humans,ó Lavoie 

told LiveScience.  òBut our kids are like strangers in their own land, they donõt understand the basic 

rules of operating in society and their mistakes are usually unintentionaló he said.  In two studies, 

McKown and colleagues had a total of 284 children, ages 4 to 16 years old, watch movie clips and 

look at photos before judging the emotions of the actors based on their facial expressions, tones of 

voice, and body postures.  Various social situations were also described and the children were ques-

tioned about appropriate responses. The results were then compared to parent/teacher accounts of 

the participantsõ friendships and social behavior.  Kids who had social problems also had problems in 

at least one of three different area of nonverbal communication: reading nonverbal cues; understand-

ing their social meaning; and coming up with options for resolving a social conflict.  A child, for ex-

ample, simply may not notice a personõs scowl of impatience or understand what a tapped foot 

means, or she may have trouble reconciling the desires of a friend with her own.  òIt is important to 

try to pinpoint the areas in a childõs deficits and then build those up,ó McKown explained.  When 

children have prolonged struggles with socializing, òa vicious cycle begins,ó Lavoie said.  òShunned 

children have few opportunities to practice social skills, while popular kids are busy perfecting theirs.  

However, having just one or two friends can be enough to give a child the social practice he or she 

needsó he said.  Parents, teachers, and other adults in a childõs life can help, too.  Instead of reacting 

with anger or embarrassment to a child who, say, ask Aunt Mindy if her new hairdo was a mistake, 

parents should teach social skills with the same tone they use for teaching long division or proper 

hygiene.  If presented as a learning opportunity, rather than a punishment, children usually appreciate 

the lesson.  òMost kids are so desperate to have friends, they just jump on board,ó Lavoie said.  To 

teach social skills, Lavoie advises a five-step approach in his book òItõs So Much Work to Be Your 

Friend: Helping the Child with Learning Disabilities Find Social Successó (Touchstone, 2006).  The 

process works for children with or without learning disabilities and is best conducted immediately 

after a transgression has been made.                                                                                                              

1. Ask the child what happened and listen without judgment                                                                       

2. Ask the child to identify their mistake. (Often children only know that someone got upset, but 

donõt understand their own role in the outcome.)                                                                                         

3. Help the child identify the cue they missed or mistake they made, by asking something like: òHow 

would you feel if Emma was hogging the tire swing?ó  Instead of lecturing with the word òshould,ó 

offer options the child òcouldó have taken in the moment, such as: òYou could have asked Emma to 

join you or told her you would give her the swing after your turn.ó                                                                

4. Create an imaginary but similar scenario where the child can make the right choice.  For example, 

you could say, òIf you were playing with a shovel in the sand box and Aiden wanted to use it, what 

would you do?ó                                                                                                                                            

5. Lastly, give the child òsocial homeworkó by asking him to practice this new skill, saying: òNow 

that you know the importance of sharing, I want to hear about something you share tomorrowó

Up Blinds 

The U.S. Consumer Product 

Safety Commission (CPSC) 

and the Window Covering 

Safety Council (WCSC) are 

announcing today a voluntary 

recall to repair all Roman 

shades and roll-up blinds to 

prevent the risk of strangula-

tion to young children.  This 

recall involves millions of Ro-

man and roll-up blinds.  CPSC 

Roman and roll-up blinds.  

CPSC has received reports of 

five deaths and 16 near stran-

gulations, since 2006, in Ro-

man shades and three deaths, 

since 2001, in roll-up blinds.  

Strangulations in Roman 

shades can occur when a child 

places his/her neck between 

the exposed inner cord and the 

fabric on the backside of the 

blind or when a child pulls the 

cord out and wraps it around 

his/her neck.  Strangulations in 

roll-up blinds can occur if the 

lifting loops slides off the side 

of the blind and a childõs neck 

becomes entangles on the free-

standing loop or if a child 

places his/her neck between 

the lifting loop and the roll-up  

blind material.  Consumers 

who have Roman or roll-up 

shades in their homes should 

contact the WCSC immediately 

at www.windowcoverings.org 

or by calling (800) 506-4636 

anytime to receive a free repair 

kit.  To help prevent child 

strangulation in window cover-

ings, CPSC and the WCSC 

urge parents and caregivers to 

follow these guidelines:     

¶ Examine all shades and 

blinds in the home.  Make 

sure there are no reachable 

cords on the front, side, or 

back of the product.  

CPSC and the WCSC rec-

ommended the use of 

cordless window cover-

ings in all homes where 

children live or visit.   

¶ Do not place cribs, beds,                    

The U.S. Centers for Disease 

Control (CDC) announced a 

recall of 800,000 pre-filled sy-

ringes of swine flu (H1N1) 

shots intended for children 

between the ages of 6 months 

and 3 years.  The doses were 

distributed nationwide, and 

most have already been used.  

The recall was initiated because 

tests conducted by the manu-

facturer (Sanofi-Pasteur) 

showed that vaccine doses lost 

some strength sometime in the 

weeks following shipment.  

The amount of strength that 

was lost was not considered 

great, but it was more than the 

required levels.  CDC officials 

were careful to point out that 

this was not a matter of 

safetyñthere is no safety issue 

related to the recalled vaccines.  

The question parents might be 

asking is whether the vaccine 

their child received will provide 

protection again swine flu.  

Since young children are sup-

posed to receive two shots of 

swine flu vaccine, about a 

month apart, health officials 

donõt think that children need 

to be revaccinated, even if they 

got both doses from the re-

called lots.  The few batches of 

vaccine that prompted the
